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Reaping what we sow….   Pat writes 
 

“Whatsoever a man sows so shall he reap”, is 
how the King James Bible translates Paul as 
he writes his letter to the Galatians around 
49AD. 
 
And, goodness me, isn’t that little gem from 
verse 7 of Chapter 6 of Paul’s letter so very 
true today!    Society is indeed reaping what 
has been sown. 
 
It has been accepted for far too long that it’s ok to pay TV celebrities and 
footballers exorbitant sums of money for doing little more than entertain us – 
and sometimes not even that - and to pay bankers and chief executives 
enormous salaries and bonuses.   We have been encouraged to build up 
credit and to buy what ever we want when we want it without considering the 
consequences of how we’re going to pay for it.  Borrowed money has been 
used to create city skylines that are a maze of glass and metal pinnacles 
soaring into the sky.   As a result, the country has a burden of debt that is 
simply beyond the scope of our imagination – it’s a bit like playing with 
Monopoly money to hear the enormous sums of money bandied about, isn’t 
it?  Life has become extremely difficult and rather threatening. 
 
How refreshing, then, to read recently of a Church that is simply called 
Harvest.  It is a new Anglican Church in the Canterbury Diocese and it has 
come about through a group of people who want to be more like the faith 
community of the early Apostles.  They stick firmly to the 4 elements which 
make them Anglican – the Scriptures, the Creeds, the Sacraments and the 
oversight of a Bishop but they have no robes, no set prayers, no PCCs or 
DCCs and no special building.  They want to focus on their relationship with 
God and with God’s people.  I find that there’s something quite appealing in 
their simplicity – a sort of “getting back to basics”.   
 
And really, that’s what Harvest is all about – getting back to basics by 
remembering to thank God for his generosity and thinking about how we can 
share the fruits of this generosity with others.  This is what our Harvest Appeal 
sets out to do.   By contributing packets and tins we are not only sharing what 
we have but we are helping to provide a regular soup and sandwich meal 
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for the homeless who daily appear at the doors of the Booth Centre, knowing 
that there will be food there for them.   By giving financially to our Harvest 
Appeal we are helping to provide clean water, literally on tap, for the 
children and adults who live in the orphanage, and attend the school, in 
Rukungiri. 
 
There’s another way, too.   As Christians we can harvest our talents and see 
where we can use them to make a difference in our town and our local 
community.   For some, that might mean praying for those who are struggling 
– shopkeepers, people worrying about losing their jobs and still being able 
to support their families, people anxious that they can’t afford their mortgage 
or their rent anymore and facing the prospect of being homeless.   Others 
might be able to give a little time – and the warmth of a listening ear and a 
ready smile – to volunteer and work for the many agencies that are trying to 
support people in these difficult days.  We could all look at our possessions 
to see what we can share.  There are places in Tameside that help victims of 
domestic violence and homelessness – they are always grateful for kitchen 
utensils, clothing, children’s toys, toiletries and towels.  
 
As individuals, we can’t solve the problems of the world’s debt – or the 
failures of the England football team, for that matter – but we can, as 
Christians, put aside our buildings, our committees and our “this is the way 
we do things here” attitude to see how we can make a difference both in our 
locality and in the wider world as a community of like-minded believers.

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Harvest in the Parish. 
 

Our Harvest Services will take place on Sunday 26th September and as usual gifts 
of non-perishable foods will be gratefully received.  Some churches will send 
these to the Carpenter’s Arms here in Ashton, some will send them to the Booth 
Centre and some of the gifts will be used for homeless people in our parish. 
 
There will be the opportunity to make financial gifts to our Parish Harvest appeal 
at these services and the proceeds of our Harvest Event will also go to this.  This 
year, our Harvest Appeal will support two different organisations – the Booth 
Centre at Manchester Cathedral and Rukungiri Modern Primary School, SW 
Uganda. 
 
We have supported the school at 
Rukungiri at a previous harvest and 
some of you have met John and 
Alice Tumusiime who had the vision 
of setting up the school to help the 
many orphans in their local area.  
Rukungiri Modern Primary School 
was started in 1997 and has some 
800 children attending. Recently a 
nursery school has been opened 
which has 220 children. Since it 
began, RMPS has been the top 
performing primary school in 
Rukungiri District, and since 2000 
has been among the top 5 primary schools in Uganda. This performance is a 
wonderful fulfilment of the school motto "Let us invest in education."   
 
In a recent email, John and Alice wrote: “we have a long dry season and we 
are running short of water,. At the moment, John is outside with the team 
finding where to build water tanks at Gables (a Vocational Training Centre), 
Water is still a problem and we have not a good situation - .ie, a thousand 
people in a compound without water.”  We have helped provide a water tank in 
the school in the past which have helped but the long dry season has meant that 
these have not been able to collect as much water as needed.  There is currently 
a fundraising project help Alice and John to have a bore hole installed in the 
school compound. They are connected to the town water supply but it often fails 
in the dry season and then all water has to be collected from a spring and 
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carried up the hill.   A bore hole would provide a much more reliable source of 
water.  

The Booth Centre at Manchester Cathedral is 
a drop-in and activity centre for homeless 
people. The centre opened in May 1995 
and is based in Manchester Cathedral.  The 
Booth Centre provides a safe and welcoming 
environment for people who are homeless. 
They aim to empower people to make 
informed choices and enable them to make 
positive changes to their lives. They also 
provide positive experiences in order to help 
people to build self respect and self 
confidence and to look to the future. 
 
They have open door drop-ins, provide 
advice to help people to find 
accommodation, claim benefits, register with 
a G.P. and get treatment and support for 

drug, alcohol and mental health problems.  They run a full programme of 
activities aimed at increasing people's skills, confidence and self esteem; and 
when they are ready they  will support 
people to find employment or take up 
education, training or voluntary work in 
the community.  In May 2010 The 
Booth Centre celebrated its 15th 
Anniversary with a big event at 
Manchester Cathedral, which included 
art work, music and creative writing 
presented by people who use the 
Centre.  They have now launched a 
15th Anniversary appeal to raise an 
extra £15,000 to help them meet the 
increased demand for their services 
caused by the economic downturn.

Our speaker was Canon Tony Hardy, Canon Evangelist from Manchester Cathedral.  
He told us that missionary work was not meant to be only for people in other 
countries, it did not need special training to be  a missionary in our own town or city.

After the service, the Mossley ladies served refreshments and everyone had a good 
chat.

Elsewhere in the magazine, you can 
read an account by Sarah of the very 
enjoyable occasion, when the Sunday 
afternoon group attended the morning 
service for a special service organised 
by Mary Wadsworth.  Afterwards, we 
were invited to a ‘return match’ at the 
4.00 service on the following Sunday, 
which happened to be St James’s Day. 
 
When Barbara and I arrived, we were 
pleased to note that a fair number of 
members of the morning congregation 
were already there and the 
atmosphere in the Community Room 
was seemed quite animated. We were 
welcomed with a cup of tea - served 
beautifully by the children - and were 
shown to our places at one of the 
tables.  The reason for the allocation of 
places soon became clear when Jo 
and Pat formally welcomed us by 
announcing that we were to take part 
in a quiz contest – all the questions to 
be on the life of St James. 
 
It soon became clear that most people 
seemed to know quite a lot about our 
patron saint and every team scored 
well. By this time, we had begun to 
tune in to the relaxed nature of the 
proceedings and Barbara whispered 
to me “It’s just like my old Sunday 
School”. This was meant as a 
compliment – she was experiencing 
again, after all the years in between, 
the warm, joyous and safe feelings 

which she had felt at her own Sunday 
School.  
 
It was, therefore, no great surprise to 
be invited to take part in the next 
activity, which was to get out our 
crayons and other materials, each of 
us to decorate a drawing of a shell, 
which would form part of a tableau to 
be put up in church. My own feeling of 
déjà vu now arrived, when I 
remembered suffering at the hands of 
a sadistic art master at my school who 
regularly rapped my knuckles on 
seeing my pitiful attempts at artwork (I 
regret to report that the intervening 
years have done nothing for my artistic 
prowess). However, this proved no 
great loss, as there were many brilliant 
efforts (have a look at the tableau in 
church). 
 
After this, we all adjourned to the body 
of the church for the service, which 
was led by Pat. Again a novelty for us - 
we did not sit in the pews, but in a 
circle around Pat in front of the nave. 
From here, she read a story, stopping 
to illustrate this from time to time, with 
either an observation or a question.  
During one little aside, I learned the 
exciting (to me) fact that we have a ‘St 
James’s Window’ in church. I don’t 
know how many people share my 
ignorance of this, but Sarah can tell 
you more. We then sang a hymn 
(“he’s got the whole world…”). We did 
not use a hymn book, but Pat did her 
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Gracie Fields act by telling us the 
words before each verse.  
 
The service ended with prayers, led by 
Pat and then we were invited to return 
to the Community Room for 
refreshments.  Once again, the 
children served us with drinks, whilst 
we helped ourselves from a lovely 
buffet. I was telling one of the young 
girls that I loved tuna sandwiches and 
she told me that her Mum had made 
some. They must have been very good 
ones, because – by the time I had 
reached the place in the queue where 
they were supposed to be - they had 
all gone! 
 
All in all, a lovely experience and I 
decided that I would like to write 
about it – for a very good reason. 
When Jo first announced, two or three 
years ago, that she was starting a 
afternoon service for people who 

found it hard to attend on Sunday 
morning, I was very sceptical (it 
sounded a nice idea, bound to be very 
faithfully pursued, but it wouldn’t 
work). Well, how pleased I am now 
that I kept my reservations to myself!  I 
am delighted to admit that I was 
wrong. The ‘experiment’ has proved to 
be a great blessing and is a great 
credit – not just to Jo and Pat and 
others who have led the way – but to 
the members of the afternoon 
congregation, who have shown us that 
there is more than one way to worship 
God.  
 
If you weren’t able to go on St James’s 
Day, I recommend you find out the 
dates when the group meets and get 
along there. You will be heartened by 
the warmth of the welcome you 
receive and the obvious sincerity of 
everyone.
